Sponsoring a Visiting Colleague

If an international colleague would like to come to the University of Washington College of Education for an extended period of time, faculty of the college may sponsor Visiting Faculty.

Sponsorship to a Visiting Faculty appointment can include:

· Visa sponsorship for international colleagues

· Appointment to non-voting academic title 

· Access to UW facilities, including libraries, resources and limited other amenities

· Provide instruction to UW students (available for Visiting Professorial titles and Visiting Lecturer)

· Participate as paid faculty on grant/research projects.

To sponsor a colleague, please contact the CoE Human Resource Manager.  The HR Manager will assist in identifying the appropriate title for sponsorship and facilitate the appointment process.

HR Manager will:

· Identify appropriate title for sponsorship 

· Identify if a CoE Faculty Vote is required

· Collect documents needed for appointment

· Facilitate the Visa process for international colleagues

· Provide direction to Visiting Faculty

The following is required of CoE Faculty for sponsorship:

· Work Visiting Colleague will perform during stay at UW

· Letter of recommendation/sponsorship

· Bring forth sponsorship request to Area for vote

· Contact information of Visiting Faculty to HR Manager

· Funding information for Visiting Faculty, if applicable
